PSP CRITERIA
Launched in 1999, PSP represents the Rotary Club of Makati’s continuing commitment to reach out to the less privileged members of our own communities by partnering with Rotary Clubs, primarily in District 3830, in their various projects to confront hunger, disease, criminality, ignorance and environmental degradation.

PSP is administered by the Rotary Club of Makati (RCM) and funded by the Makati Rotary Club Foundation, Inc. (MRCFI).

1) The request for assistance must be in proper application form.  This will be evaluated and approved by the PSP Committee.
a) All concerned officers – Club President, President-Elect, Secretary and Project Chairman should sign in the space provided.

b) Use a separate sheet for a comprehensive description of your project which should include schedules of project implementation and completion, and program for sustainability of the project.  

c) For the project budget, give an itemized breakdown of proposed expenses. Attach quotations for materials to be purchased and labor, if necessary. Indicate clearly the specifications of materials and contact details of 2 or 3 suppliers.

d) Attach Memorandum of Agreement with other parties involved in the project.
2) The following should be submitted together with the application form:

a) Bank Certificate attesting that your Club has money to match the fund being requested

b) Letter of Assurance that should your application be approved, your Club will

(1)
use the matching fund exclusively for the project applied for;

(2)
certify to the District Governor that the proposed project will be a joint project of your Club and the Rotary Club of Makati;

(3)
publicize the project in the media as a joint project and display a Rotary marker/streamer which will include the name of Rotary Club of Makati during the project implementation;

(4)
submit a certification from the Office of the Mayor, or Head of the Department of Social Welfare (when applicable), or the Barangay Captain,  on the existence of the subject project in the locality on which it exercises jurisdiction;

(5)
declare RCM & MRCFI free and harmless from any liability that may arise due to and from the conduct of the project;

(6)   
submit periodic reports up to the completion of the project;

(7)
adhere to other conditions that may be stipulated by the PSP Committee.

c) For Clubs outside D-3830, Letter of Endorsement from your District Governor guaranteeing his assistance in the implementation of the project and submission of reportorial requirements to RCM/MRCFI.

3) The amount to be funded under the PSP will not exceed Php50,000.00 and will not be more than sixty (60%) percent of total cost of the project.  Assistance exceeding Php50,000.00 and 60% of total cost of the project will be referred to the Board of Trustees of MRCFI for approval.

4) Rotary Clubs are eligible for only one grant each Rotary Year unless otherwise agreed to by the Board of Trustees of MRCFI. Application for funding of the same Club project can be submitted for 3 consecutive years only. 
5) The project must involve Rotarians and/or Rotary Anns/Spouses who will personally have hands-on involvement in implementation.  Projects of Rotaract, Interact and Angels Clubs are also eligible provided the projects qualify under “Eligible Projects” below and are supervised by a Rotarian.

6) The project must have provision for a self-sustaining program by the proponent Club after the PSP funds are expended and must commit to finish the project.

7) The application must not be for the applicant Club’s contribution for a TRF matching grant application, 3H project funding, or any ongoing TRF project unless it is used in conjunction with the District Governor’s District Designated Fund.

8) The project must not benefit Rotarians or their relatives.

9) The project must not be used to purchase land or building except if the construction is dedicated and essential to the purpose of the project.

10) The project must have a visible Rotary identification in the community that it serves.

11) The project must not overlap nor conflict with any ongoing projects of other Rotary Clubs in the District.  But the project can be a duplication of an existing project of other Clubs provided it serves another community or a completely different set of beneficiaries.

12) The following are “Eligible Projects”:

a) Vocational and Educational – literacy and adult education, distance education, teacher training, skills training, building capability in information and communication technology, and entrepreneurial development.

b) Health and Medical – dental and medical missions, primary health care, disease prevention, medical or dental program and equipment acquisition, and nutrition.

c) Social Protection – construction of basic facilities for human need, fire safety, child development projects, drug abuse prevention, protection for abused children and battered women, care for handicapped children, street-children projects. Programs to combat criminality, and other poverty alleviation projects including microcredit.

d) Environmental – clean air and water, watershed protection and development, tree-growing, protection and clean up of esteros, rivers and beaches and protection of corals, forests and animal/bird sanctuaries.

13) An eligible project must be meaningful, cost-effective and time-efficient.  It must have a multiplier effect and shall address an identified community need.  It must have a lasting impact.  It must have public approval.  There must be a comparative advantage for Rotary (i.e., it should not be a project that other groups could do better).

14) The requesting Club should have no pending reportorial requirements with MRCFI in connection with your Club’s previous PSP grant.
